
Aligning Images

In this section we will look at placing text and images next to each other.  The align attribute makes this easy.

If you place the image on its own line, it will automatically default to the left hand margin. For example.

<img src=“graphic.jpg”> will appear as


When you enter the tag for an image, you need to use attributes or tags, to define where you want the image to appear.  If you have a line of text, and then an image on the same ling, that is where it will appear. For example.

Here is some text<img src=“graphic.jpg”> will appear as

Here is some text[image: image1.jpg]



If you want it centered on the page, simply type <center><img src=“graphic.jpg”></center> or

<p align=“center”><img src=“graphic.jpg”></p>

If you would like the picture to be right aligned, try this:

<p align=“right><img src=“graphic.jpg”></p>

It is fine to place two or more <img>tags side-by-side on a web page, you could put buttons to create a navigation bar like this
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To this the code would look like the following

<img src=“page2btn.gif” width= “83” height=“27”>

Aligning Text and Images

If no alignment is specified, it will default to this

Here is my graphic and as you can see the text goes along the bottom of the graphic and then 

wraps under the image. This effect works well in some situations like the beginning of a chapter where you want a big fancy letter.

If you want the image to appear on the left and the paragraph to text wrap around the image, here is the code 

<img src=“graphic.jpg” align=“left”>

Now the text begins at the top of the image and wraps around after several lines of text have appeared. This layout is quite popular when embedding images within a story or when describing products.

With the align=right attribute the image will come first and the
text will run down the side of the of the image and then when it reaches the bottom edge of the image, the text will then go back to the full width of the page.

You can also align your text with align=top/middle/absmiddle/bottom

Specifying Height and Width Attributes.

For faster page loading it is a good idea to specify the height and width attributes for each image in the main page.  That way, the browser sets aside a defined area for the picture to load into.  Height and width are expressed as pixels.

For example <img src=”graphic.jpg”width=“53” height=“50”>

Changing the size of the image.

You can change the size and proportions of an image by altering height and wisth values, however it is not recommended, if you want to create a smaller version of a large photograph (often referred ti as a thumbnail) resize it in photoshop and the load it onto the web.  A large image which has been given small height an width atttibutes takes just as long to lad as the original large image.  It should be noted however that not all browsers will recognize an image that has been re-sized this way, and will continue to display it at its original size.

You can easily create blank space around your image with use of the hspace (horizontal space) and vspace (vertical space)

The actual number quoted is the space in pixels that you want around your image.

In this example the images are all next to each other:
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If you add hspace=10 to each tag, then this happens

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Horizontal and vertical space are extremely helpful for controlling how text wraps.

<img src=“graphic.jpg” vspace=10 hspace=10 align=“left”> 

This produces a layout where there is more room between the image and the text which wraps around it.
