
Aligning text using the <P> and the align attribute

If you enter <p align=right> instead of the traditional <p> tag, then the text that follows aligns along the right hand side of the page.

You can also add this attribute to the <hr /> tag as well as the table tags that are described in a chapter on their own.

Adding it to the <hr /> tag would make it look like this <hr align=right width=60% /> 
Centering Text

There are 2 ways to achieve centered text.

The first is to enter the <center></center> tags for example

<center> this text is centered</center> will appear as

this text is centered

The second way is to include the align=center attribute in the p tag. This code will cause the text that follows to be aligned in the center of the screen. <p align=center></p>

Creating an indented paragraph

You can indent a text on both sides by surrounding it with the <blockquote>……</blockquote> tags

The <blockquote> and </blockquote> tags mark the beginning an end of a paragraph that will be indented about half and inch (1.5cm) on both the left and right sides

If you want the whole page to be indented, enter the <blockquote> after the <body> tag and the </blockquote> before the </body> tag.

For an even more indentation, it is possible to surround your paragraphs with two or more <blockquote> tags, like this

<blockquote><blockquote> your text here</blockquote></blockquote>

There is no limit to the number of blockquote tags you can use. Just remember to turn off each <blockquote> at the end of the indented paragraph.

Adding bold or italic or underline

Emphasizing one or more of the words in your document is fairly simple. The HTML language contains a number of tags that you can use to change the appearance of your text.  Here are a few important tags.

<b>….</b> can be used to make your text bold

<i>….</i>   can be used to italicise your text

<u>.…</u> can be used to underline your text.
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
