
Most web sites us a table with columns and rows to organize text and images into a grid.  Tables give you more control over the page layout.

To construct a table, you will need to surround all of the text and pictures that will be included in the table with <table> and </table> tags.

The table you construct will be made up of one or more horizontal rows and two or more vertical rows.  Everywhere a column and a row intersect in your table, you will have a rectangular area known as a cell.
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In HTML, each row of your table must begin and end with the <tr>….</tr> tags, and each cell of the row must begin and end with either <th>…..</th> Table header tags or <td>….</td> table data tags.

Table header cells (TH) are bold and aligned centre and table data cells (TD) and not bold and aligned left.

So this is what we would enter to make a small table

Would look like this
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You can create as many rows as you need to display your product line, just make sure each row begins with a  <TR> tag and ends with a </TR>. Also make sure that each cell start and finishes with a <TH> or <TD> tag and ends with a </TH> or </TD> tag.

In a basic table you need to have the same amount of cells in each row, if you want to different amount of cells in each row, got to the chapter on Colspan.

By default the table is left aligned.  If you want it centered, try surrounding it with the <center>…..</center> tags.
