
The chapter will help you to control the background colour of the web page and the text and link colour.

When it comes to colour it should be kept simple and basic.  

The default colour for Netscape is grey and white for Internet Explorer.

To change the colour of the background type the following <body bgcolor=#ffffff”> this will make the background white, no matter which browser you use.

Try different colours for the one that suits your page and what you are putting on it. You can get your colours from here Here
As well as changing your background colour you can change the colour of the text on the page as well as the links on your page, you can do this by typing some of the following.

TEXT attribute controls the colour of the body text (default is black)

LINK attribute controls the colour of links before they have been clicked on (default is blue)

VLINK attribute controls the colour of links after they have been clicked on (default for IE is green and purple for Netscape)

ALINK attribute controls the colour of links while it is being clicked on (default is red)

So the tag would look like this

<body bgcolor=“#CC99CC” text=“#330066” link=“#9900CC” vlink=“#CC00FF” alink=“#FFFF00”>
