
Once we create the table grid, we can lace images and links within the cells.  Table cells can also display colour, which adds visual interest to your page.

To our table shown here we will add another column with a picture in it.

Note also that we added some extra attributes as well.  Whenever a graphic is added you should add the ALT attribute.  This way if your visitor has the graphics turned off or there is something wrong with you picture, they will still have some idea of what it is they are looking at.

If I want the table to have alternating row colours I can ocerride the table by inserting

bgcolor=“ffffff”  into the <TR> tag and I can override a table colour and a table row colour by inserting bgcolor=“ff9999” into the <th> or <td> tags.
