
Changing font size

To change the font size of our text we use the font size tag, this is how it would look

<font size=“2”>Your text here</font>

Font sizes range from 1-7 with 1 being the smallest and 7 being the largest. This is opposite to headings.

The default size for text is 3.  By changing the size to 2 it will become smaller.  When you change font sizes the text does not break or become bold.  You can have several font sizes on the same line.

You do not need to declare a font size for every line of text you also do not need to include the attribute size=“2” in the closing tag. When you end the font tag all the attributes are ended as well.

Changing font shape

You can change your text to any font you want, but it will only display if the computer it is being viewed on has those fonts so if you type the tag as <font face=“arial, helvetica, sans-serif”> then there is a good chance that the viewer will have one of those fonts, if they don’t it will go to the default of “Times Roman”

To change the font for the entire page, insert the font face tag after the <body>, to close it insert </font> just above the </body> tag at the bottom of the document

So your page should look like this

Changing text colour 

There are times when you will want to change the colour of your text.  To do this we use the color attribute.

<FONT COLOR=“#993300”>YOUR TEXT HERE</FONT>

The number 993300 is the Hexadecimal number; every colour has a number value. I use this site to get my numbers.

Many people surf the net with a monitor set to read only 256 colours.  If you specify a colour that is not one of the defined browser safe colours, then the browser will display either the closest colour, or a dithered (spotty) colour. To test how your chosen colour looks, alter your settings to 256 colour as well as your normal settings.

So if you wanted to change the colour size and face of your font it would look like this
