
A heading tag controls the shape and formatting of text.  Use these tags to identify the major sections of your text.

A “heading” is not the same thing as the tag, although it sounds similar. A “heading” is essentially oversized text, used primarily to identify different sections of the document’s content.

You are allowed to use six levels of headings in HTML. Each on the six heading levels is numbered (from <H1>…..</H> through <H6>….. </H6>)

<H1> produces the largest text and <H^> the smallest.  All heading text is displayed as bold text. In addition a blank line is inserted above and below the heading.

Here is how they should look
