
To display an image in your web page, you will need to insert the IMG tag into your HTML code.

To add an image, type the following tag anywhere in the body of your document.

<img src=“name of graphic” />

The image will appear on your web page at the exact point where you typed the tag.

The IMG tag is a standalone tag and has no ending tag. The SRC attribute identifies the source of the image, the value of the SRC attribute is the name of the graphic file.  When the browser encounters this code – it will search the directory for the file name you have put in. and insert that image onto the page where the code is placed.  Many beginning webmasters accidentally type SCR instead of SRC.  If your graphics aren’t loading, be sure to check your spelling.

The <img> tag does not have a partner; there is no closing tag necessary.  The <img> tag, like the <meta> and <br /> tags, prefers to work alone.  You also need to include the ending / to conform to XML standards.

With the IMG tag you can include the ALT tag. The value of this attribute is a string of text up to 1024 characters long that loads of the graphic fails to display.  If the graphic doesn’t load because the file is damaged, or the visitor has turned off graphics, then the text entered will display instead.

If your graphic isn’t coming up, there are a few things you can check for.

· When identifying the file name, you may have used uppercase letter when you should have used lowercase. (or vice versa)

· Misspelled rhe name of your graphic file in the <img> tag

· The graphics file is not in the GIF or JPEG format. It is not possible to convert a BMP, PCX, TIFF, ART or other type of image to a GIF or JPEG format simply by changing the extension from .bmp, .tif or .art to .gif or .jpg. If you need to display an image that isn’t in the proper format on your web page, you must use a graphics converter to re-save the image in the GIF or JPEG format.

· The graphics file is stored on a different disk or in a different folder than your HTML file, and the path is incorrect.

· You have forgotten to load the image onto the Internet.  If the image only exists on your floppy disc or hard drive it will never display on the Internet.

Special Note- Servers on the web are EXTREMELY case-sensitive when it comes to file names. Make sure you type the name in your <img> tag EXACTLY the same as the name you have saved the image.  Here is an example.

If your file is called picture.gif then it will only work if you type the tag as <img src=“picture.gif” />

It wont work if you type <img src=“picture.GIF” /> <img src=“PICTURE.gif” /> <img src=“Picture.gif” />

<img src=“PICTURE.GIF” />.

Your local hard drive is not case sensitive when it comes to file names, when you test your pages at home, everything will work well, but when you load the pages onto the UNIX servers which are the backbone of the web the errors will show up.  If your images load at home and do not show up after you upload your pages and images to the web, you most likely have an error involving case sensitivity.

If the image file and the HTML file are stored in the same location you only need to put the tag as it is above. If the two files are on different drives or in different folders, the image will not display on your web page. As the web site grows you may find yourself with dozens of images, which are cluttering up your web directory.  Many designers store their graphics in an images directory within the main directory where their HTML files are kept. The code to display an image, which is stored inside an image folder, is.

<img src=“images/picture.gif”/>

The code images/ tells the browser to look for the graphic inside a directory names “images”.
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
