
In addition to adding colour to a web page you can also insert an image which will tile to fill the screen.

The image is laid out from left to right and top to bottom until the screen is completely filled.  If you have a large web page, the image will be used a dozen times, a small page may only display the background 2-3 times.

Place the image you have chosen, in the same directory or folder as the page you are putting it on. Then type the following code.

<body bgcolor=“#CC99CC” text=“#330066” link=“#9900CC” vlink=“#CC00FF” alink=“#FFFF00” background=“name of picture.gif> 

This code will cause the browser to locate the picture in the same folder as page. If you have the picture in a different folder as your page type name of folder/name of file.gif.

If the picture is in a completely different location type the full address eg “http://members.optusnet.com.au/dishome/pictures/name of picture.gif”
I recommend using background colour when you use a background image. If page loads a pink colour and then a rose image displays, a more subtle and gentle transition is produced..
