
As you can tell from the previous section, when you enter spaces and carriage returns on your web page, they are not recognised by the browser, here we will learn to correct that.

Line Breaks (soft return) - <br />

This tag starts a new line, it is a standalone so no ending tag is required, include the / at the end to conform to XML standards.

Paragraph – (hard Return) - <p>

This skips one line and starts a new line.  A closing tag is needed. </p>

Horizontal Lines - <hr>

This tag makes a very fine shaded horizontal line 

You can control the thickness, length and alignment of the line, by combining the following attributes

For example to control width, type <hr width=50% /> this being a % of the page width

Or for a fixed size put <hr width=100 /> where the 100 is the pixels

Size is thickness expressed as a number of pixels for example

<hr width=50% size=10 />

Align can be left or right. If not specified, it will default to the center, for example, 

<hr width=50% size=10 align=right />

Noshade You can make the line dark by specifying noshade. For example

<hr width=50% size=10 align=right noshade />

Blank space &nbsp; This is a non-breaking space tag.  If you use five of these in a row then you will get a space |     | this wide.

Now we will use the above tags to space out our text

Adding the paragraph tag

In HTML, you must identify the beginning an end of each paragraph you type.  To do so, place the <p> tag at the beginning of the paragraph and the end </p> tag at the end of the paragraph.

The <p> and </p> tags mark the beginning and end of a paragraph.  If  the text between these two tags is longer then one line, it will wrap around to the next line automatically.  The text between these tags will default to left aligned.

Adding a Line Break

If you want to create a new line, put the <br /> tag at the place you want the new line to start.

Blank Spaces

If you want some blank spaces in your text just put &nbsp; in for example

If you want the text to look         like this

Type the following; If you want the text to look&nbsp;&nbsp;&nbsp; &nbsp;&nbsp;&nbsp;like this

Adding Horizontal Rules

In the spot where you want a rule add the following

<hr width=60% />

If you put <hr width=60% /><hr width=40% /><hr width=20% />

It should look like this



Inserting Multiple Blank Lines

Typing <p><p><p> will only produce one blank line, because the tag only works in conjunction with text.  The first <p> tag is implemented and the second and third are ignored.

If you want multiple lines try putting <br /><br /><br />
