
Now we will create links to other pages at our website

The tag used to create all the local links or anchors looks a little like this:

<a href=“file.html”> name of the destination</a>

We use the <a> or anchor tag, which follows the pattern of an opening and closing tag. <a>…</a>

An extremely important element which you should add to the a tag is the href attribute.  This attribute identifies the location of the link and stands for “Hyper reference”. <a href=“file.html”>….</a>

The message you type between the <a> and the </a> tags (represented by …. In the example above) is very important.  This text will be displayed on your page as underlined and coloured text.  Visitors will notice that their cursor changes from an arrow to a pointing finger when they pass over the linked text.

When they click on the words with a mouse or other pointing device they can access the page specified in the <a. tag.  Most web browsers will colour the “hyperlink text” in blue. This may change once it has been clicked.

To create a link to another page on your site you would type <a href=“name.html”>name of page</a>

It is important that this page must be in the same file as the page you are putting the link. The file name specified in the a href tag is case sensitive, so if your file is called name.html and you type Name.html, it wont find it.

You can use this system to create a navigational aid like the ones I use on my pages; to do this you would put something like the following

<A HREF="name2.html">Page 3</A>  |

<A HREF="name3.html">Page 4</a>  |

<A HREF="name4.html">Page 5</A> <br />

The front page would then look like

Page 1  |  Page 2  |  Page 3  |  Page 4  |  Page 5
If you alter the codes on each page you will be able to jump to anywhere on the site.

Example on page 2 you would put

<A HREF="name.html">Page 1</A>  | 

<A HREF="name2.html">Page 3</A>  |

<A HREF="name3.html">Page 4</a>  |

<A HREF="name4.html">Page 5</A> <br />

and it would look like

Home  |  Page 1  |  Page 3  |  Page 4  |  Page 5
A well designed navigational system allows visitors to access the major sections of the site from any page.  Sites that make you go back to the home page each time or to click through a large circle of pages are frustrating and annoying.

It is important that you name all your files in lower case and only 1 word.  Multiple words are fine for when you are testing it on your computer, but once you upload it to the Internet, those names wont be recognized.
