
Let us create a link that allows visitors to send us an email.

The index page is usually the best place yo put our email address, wouldn’t it be great if the address was also a hypertext link which launched an email window with your address embedded in the TO: portion of the message?

Creating an email link required a special value to be assigned to the HREF attribute, here is how it works….

Enter the anchor tag, HREF attribute and the value “mailto” followed by a colon: <a href=“mailto: 

Next enter some text which will display as linked text <a href=“mailto:dia_h@msn.com>dia_h@msn.com”

Then add the ending tag </a>

So it will look like the following <a href=“mailto:dia_h@msn.com>dia_h@msn.com”</a>

And your visitor will see dia_h@msn.com , which if they click on it, it will bring up the browsers email application, and this email address will automatically be included in the TO: section of the message.

Note: if the visitor’s browser has not been configured to send mail, the mailto will not work.

I always put the email address again, but you can put whatever you like here for example, contact us, drop us a line.

The main reason I put the email address again is because not everyone wants to use their default email address when sending an enquiry. Most people have a free web email address and if they want to use this one then they will need to know your email address.
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
