
Now we will look at creating links between your web page and someone else’s.

It is very similar to that of linking to pages on your own site except for 1 important detail.  Instead of typing just the file name, you must type the entire URL.  Although most web browsers allow you to type in an abbreviated address to access a Web site; this does not work when creating links to the WWW.

So to enter a link to another web site type the following:

<a href=“http://www.nameofsite.com/”> The name of the site here </a>

Remembering that the bit that says “The name of the site here” is the bit that your visitor will click on. I always put the URL again so that if the visitor doesn’t want to go to that site straight away, they can write it down and go there later on.

So my tag would look something like this

<a href=http://www.denesth.com/> http://www.denesth.com/ </a>.......Denesth Site Competition

and it would look like 

http://www.denesth.com/ …….Denesth Site Competitions
